Okay, forget for a second that you are reading an entry on Pentecost. If
you weren’t, would you have named Christmas, Easter, and Pentecost?
Really? With God as your witness?

Speaking of WITNESS, Pentecost is all about witness and fire!

Pentecost was the day that the HOLY SPIRIT came and lit a fire—quite
literally---under the witness of the church. On the day of Pentecost—fifty
days after the first Easter—TONGUES of fire appeared on three
DISCIPLES’ heads, they were filled with the Holy Spirit and they began
witnessing to Christ.

Some people refer to this as the birthday of the church. Each year the
church celebrates its birthday—that is, the day the Holy Spirit came and lit
a fire in us—by marking the festival of Pentecost. The church also cele-
brates the season of Pentecost, which lasts from the Day of Pentecost
until the first Sunday of Advent. It is the longest season of the church
year.

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Night by Night at Hope Haven

Hope Haven is having their annual “Night by Night” campaign to raise funds for the homeless
living in DeKalb County. For the past 10 years, local churches, schools, businesses, organiza-
tions, individuals and families have sponsored “nights of shelter” to ensure the homeless in our
community have access to safe shelter, adequate food, and services that promote education,
life skills and growth. In the last 16 years, as a community, we have raised over $312,000 dur-
ing the “Night by Night” campaign through $25.00 a night sponsorship!

This year, the cost for one night of food, shelter and services is $25.00. Just last year, 23,584
nights of shelter were provided with 55,359 meals served. They have recently expanded the
Emergency Shelter by 30 beds and added a Life Skills Day Training Center which offers skill-
building classes, vocational readiness programs, crisis intervention, money management, men-
tal health care, and meals to the homeless and those “at risk” of homelessness.

Through your support, Hope Haven is meeting their mission of helping the homeless transition
to homes in our community, strengthening the focus on homeless prevention, and reducing the
recidivism of homelessness for former clients. All of the services, meals and shelter provided to
the homeless in our community are only possible because of the faith community which started
PADS almost 30 years ago. To this Hope Haven and the homeless that we serve will be eter-
nally grateful.
